e College going rate: In 2008, the percentage of high
school seniors who reported being accepted into higher
education or training in May of the graduating year was
54.0% for the state of Hawai'i, with the highest
percentage occurring in Hawai'i County (59.2%) and the
lowest percentage occurring in Maui County (45.4%).
